 Important Information for parents:

As an annual check-up on the education system, the Accountability Pillar provides an opportunity for Alberta Education and school authorities to ensure that we’re equipping students for success.

The Accountability Pillar uses a set of 16 indicators consisting of surveys of students, parents and teachers on various aspects of quality; student outcomes such as dropout and high school completion rates; and provincial assessments of student learning.

From January to the end of February, Alberta Education will be conducting the annual Accountability Pillar Survey.  In January, parents of students in grades 4, 7 and will receive a survey from Alberta Education.  In February, students in grades 4, 7 and 10 and all teachers will be completing their surveys online at school.  

All surveys are anonymous and ask questions about experiences with the school.  In addition to English and French, the parent survey is available in Chinese, Punjabi, Arabic, Blackfoot, Cree, Korean, Spanish and Tagalog.  

Your participation in the survey helps provide important information on the quality of education your child is receiving, so we encourage you to return your survey promptly. 

Survey results will be available to school authorities in May 2012, and will be reported publicly as part of their 3-Year Education Plans and Annual Education Results Reports.

EXAM SCHEDULE JANUARY 2012

Last day of classes for grades 10, 11 and 12 is Thursday, January 19.  Junior High will have regular classes ending Monday, January 30.

Traffic and noise near the examination areas should be kept to a minimum.  Your help in this respect would be greatly appreciated.
Senior High students are expected to be on campus ONLY for their exams.  All students scheduled to write an exam MUST be present at the scheduled time, unless prior and satisfactory arrangements have been made with the teacher.  A student who misses an exam due to illness MUST report the illness to the teacher immediately, AND produce written verification from their doctor.
Students who write Diploma exams must be present for a minimum of one hour.  This should apply to students writing non-diploma exams as well.  Students are reminded to return texts upon entrance for each exam.
