The majority of exams will begin on Thursday, June 16 and conclude on Monday, June 27.  Traffic and noise near the examination areas should be kept to a minimum.  Your help in this respect is appreciated by those students who are writing exams.

All students scheduled to write a final exam MUST be present at the scheduled time, unless prior and satisfactory arrangements have been made with the teacher.  A student who misses an exam due to illness MUST report the illness to the teacher immediately, AND produce written verification from their doctor.

Students MUST remain in the exam for a minimum of one hour.

With the exception of Provincial Achievement Tests, elementary classes will continue as usual during this time.

JUNIOR HIGH

The last day of regular classes will be Thursday, June 16, 2011.  Students are not expected to remain on campus during the times when they do not have final exams.  Those students who are unable to go home during these times are welcome to remain on campus for QUIET study purposes.  

SENIOR HIGH

TEXTBOOKS

Students are reminded to return texts upon entrance for each exam, or to their last class.  All texts must be returned for the release of caution fees.


REPORT CARDS
