Hello, everyone, and welcome to a month of thanksgiving!
We have much to be thankful for in Palliser. 
Our enrolment division-wide was slightly lower than projected Grades 1 to 12, but higher than projection in kindergarten and preschool, which is exciting to see. Our students continue to perform well by provincial measurements, as do our schools. Already this year, we’ve had some schools recognized by outside agencies for their work in the community and their work with kids.
But what’s good can always get better, and the journey of school improvement never ends.
